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Writing a homeschool letter of recommendation as a parent might feel overwhelming, because you’ve known the 
student their whole life. How do you encapsulate a few key qualities that colleges should know about? This might 
help: a guide to writing the homeschool counselor letter of recommendation required at University of Dallas, 
borrowing the “organized narrative” from NACAC’s Recs That Change Lives. 

The length and format of the recommendation are open to each writer’s preference, but we recommend roughly a 
page and no more than two in order to gain the most valuable insights into each student we review. Detailed 
examples are incredibly helpful -
